Having been circulated it was proposed:-Redhill, Seconded:-Croydon that they be accepted as a true record and the Chairman was authorised to sign them as such.

MATTERS ARISING

027 (a) Lists of new referees to be sent to each Society and Leagues.

             Not yet actioned

027 (d) RDO – David Dixon had been appointed as the County RDO. An 

             impressive list of credentials was read out and it was hoped to 

             have a meeting with him as soon as he had taken up office on July 

             1st 2007.

028(d) Keith Hackett’s invitation –it was hoped that the second person 

            taking up Keith’s offer to go to Staverton would be decided at the 

            next meeting of the organising committee.

029(e) Insurance.- Ray Mallery informed the meeting that changes were 

            taking place with the insurance policy at no extra costs to members

            When the details were known a document would be sent out to all

            Societies.

031(a) Every member should now of received their County registration 

            form. Anyone not having received one should contact the County

            Office.

            The 6-a-side tournament scheduled for the 27th May had been 

            cancelled due to lack of support. 5 said yes, 5 said no and 2 did 

            NOT reply.

SECRETARY’S REPORT AND CORRESPONDENCE

(a) A number of Surrey Officials had been appointed to both Conference and Contributory play-off matches. A list would be sent out with the minutes of the meeting.

(b) A complete list of new level 6 and 5 referees would be sent out with the minutes.

(c) Membership lists for season 2006/2007 were due on the 31st March. Only Woking, West Middlesex and Guildford had so far sent them in. All other Societies were asked to comply immediately.

(d) Full details of Society Officers was required as soon as the AGM’s had been held, in order to get details included in the County Handbook.

(e) The insurance for a 6-a-side tournament or 11-a-side between Societies had been paid.

(f) A document from the FA had been received, outlining the procedure for the appointment of Match Officials to non-competition matches. Anyone with any doubt as to whether they are allowed to Officiate should contact the Head of Refereeing, David Crick.

RA BOARD MEMBERS REPORT

Ray Mallery gave the following report:-

(a) MSA nominations have to be with the County Secretary by the 31st 

October.

(b) Delegates were reminded that the RA insurance is a group 

personal accident policy and not a life policy. There had been some increases and changes in benefit cover and the document would be re-written and issued next season.

(c) Conference papers and voting slips would NOT be out until the 

End of May, which was far too late. This matter would be taken up with the RA Board. Ray then ran through some of the proposed changes explaining various reasons for the proposals.

(d) Conference 2008 would be held at ‘The Renaissance Hotel’ in 

Solihull.

(e) It had been noted that the RAE logo was missing from the front 

cover of the ‘Referee’ magazine.

RA CONFERENCE

             Delegates were reminded that RA draw ticket counterfoils must    

             be returned to the promoter by the 31st May accompanied by 

             unsold tickets and the returns form. Without the form the Society 

             would not be able to receive their 50% share of sales.

             Societies not being represented at Conference should send their

             voting slips to Brian Fish by Thursday 6th June at the latest if they

             wish the County to cast their votes for them. DO NOT WRITE on 

             the voting slips if you are unsure of the correct procedure as every

             year many hundreds of votes are lost because of ‘spoilt’ voting 

             slips.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS         

(a)      Sutton asked for clarification on definition of ‘experienced’ 

            regarding appointment of Assistant referees for County Cup

            Finals. The Secretary explained the criteria.

(b)      The Ken Longhurst Trophy had this year been won by Woking 

            Society who had achieved the biggest percentage increase in

            Membership.

( c)       Epsom Society raised a point regarding CRB checks and an 

             article that had appeared in the AFA magazine. The advice 

             offered was that as far as the FA was concerned there was no 

             turning back and that everyone should do their best to encourage

             all referees to have a check and then register.

(d)       The dates for the meetings for next season had been fixed for 

             September 24th 2007, 26th November 2007, 28th January 2008,

             31st March 2008, 2nd June 2008.

(e)       Wimbledon asked if the generous offer by the County FA to allow

              referees free entry to County Cup Finals if they applied for a 

              ticket could be changed so that if someone wanted to attend at the

              last minute, they could do so and not have to pay. It was pointed

           out that a request of this nature could result in the privilege being

           withdrawn altogether.

(f)     Phil Sherlock asked Delegates to remind their members who were 

          going for promotion to pay particular attention to their 

          correspondence.

There being no further the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 9.35pm.
